Palm Sunday worship begins in the LOBBY at 10AM. 

Worshippers are invited to process to the sanctuary 
as a group. Today we celebrate Jesus’ “triumphal   

entry” into Jerusalem. Jesus entered Jerusalem with 

the full expectation of his death on the horizon. The 

paradox between the exclamations of “Hosanna! 

(Save Us!)” and later “Crucify him!” is expressed as we 

walk into Holy Week today. We continue our Lenten 

sermon series, "Bread of Life," on this Palm Sunday, 

as Jesus enters the city of Jerusalem. He guides his 

disciples on where to find a symbol of peace, a don-

key, to enter the city on. As the people shouted   

praises to the one whom they believed was the    

Messiah, the Pharisees wanted Jesus to rebuke his 

followers. But instead, Jesus says, "If they don't cry 

out, the rocks will." All creation is celebrating this 

week, and we do well to join them in how we worship 

our God and King.
